1. Name Tapes

2.  Second hand clothes

3.  Additional items which are not included on the generic clothes list are as follows:

4.  Furnishings
Each room is fully fitted with all necessary furniture, so no extra furniture is needed. There is a safe in each wardrobe and a waste paper basket and a laundry. Please bring some posters.

5.  Electrical Equipment
Appliances such as hair-dryers, sandwich makers, fan heaters, fridges, or kettles constitute fire risks and are not permitted. Music systems should be small and quiet!
