Some Further Guidelines – Entry in 2010

· Please note that all items of clothing and bedlinen, and other belongings where possible, must be clearly labelled according to Matron’s separate sheet of instructions which will be issued in June 2010.

· The house clothing list gives the compulsory minimum requirements – in some cases, you may feel that your son would benefit from having more than the minimum number of items.
· You are free to choose either of the school’s official outfitters to buy your son’s uniform from. In addition to the requirements, we have a range of various items of house sports and leisure wear available. None of these are compulsory, but they are available for purchase from either of the official school outfitters.
· Please note that (other than overseas boys) boys are not allowed to bring trunks or suitcases into Moretons as these are difficult to manoeuvre and store. Boys are therefore asked to use cheap, folding storage bags instead.
· Similarly, tuck boxes are not allowed in Moretons as boys have lockable desk cupboards. 
· Bedlinen (duvets, covers and pillow cases) must be fire retardant. Please note that duvets must be single size only and that it is recommended that you provide pillow cases as well as duvet covers, but we can provide standard school pillow cases for boys if you would prefer this.
· A small supply of second-hand items of official school uniform is available from the house – please contact Matron (Mrs Patricia Colloby) on 020 8872 8246 if you would like to make an appointment with her to view what is available. It is unlikely to be possible for you to do this on the day of New Boys’ Tea – it would be better to arrange a separate time with her directly.
· Although handkerchiefs are on the main school clothing list, for hygiene reasons we prefer boys to use tissues rather than handkerchiefs.
· In addition to the items specified on the Starting at Harrow clothing list, the following items are also required in Moretons:
· 1 Harrow Football Shirt
· 1 additional laundry bag (2 in total)
· 1 Dressing Gown
· 1 Pair of Slippers
· 2 Pairs of Pyjamas or other Nightwear
· 1 Spongebag
· 1 Alarm Clock (a mobile phone is NOT sufficient for this purpose!)
· The following items are not compulsory, but are recommended:
· 1 bottle of sunscreen
· 1 water bottle, for use in the house and on the playing fields
· 1 mug, plate, bowl, knife, fork & spoon for use in the house
· 4 coathangers
· 1 dustpan and brush
· 1 small umbrella
· If your son is likely to play school cricket, then he will, in due course, need Cricket Whites but it may be best to wait until Easter 2011 as boys aged 13 have a nasty habit of growing rapidly! 
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
