NOTES
1 Marking:  All clothes, footwear etc. must be plainly marked with the boy's initials and surname. Cash's Name Tapes (No.7) in red on white should be used for clothes and all articles requiring washing must also have the House Laundry Mark and boy’s number:- R after the Name (e.g. J.Bloggs R14). Marking in pen is NOT acceptable. Please ensure that shirts are marked at the back of the collar, socks are marked on the ankle NOT THE FOOT, underpants/boxers are marked on the waistband and that name tapes are sewn on fully not in loops.  In addition Rugby shirts, Harrow football shirts and shorts should be marked with a tape carrying a boy’s initials in blue (available from either school outfitters)

No responsibility will be taken for unmarked clothes.

 The School Outfitter will mark clothes purchased from them for new boys. A supply of at least 36 tapes should be sent to Matron BEFORE the start of term. Any new items purchased during the terms should be taken to her for marking. Please ensure that EVERYTHING that comes from home is marked, including home clothes.

2 Furnishings: Each room is fully fitted with all necessary furniture, so no extra furniture is needed. There is a safe under the desk, a waste paper basket and a laundry basket will be provided. 

3 Electrical Equipment: Appliances such as hair-dryers, sandwich makers, fan heaters, fridges, or kettles constitute fire risks and are not permitted. Music systems should be small and quiet!
