NOTES

NAME TAPING

Everything possible is done to safeguard your son’s property and this issue is taken very seriously indeed, but we cannot be ultimately responsible for his belongings.  All articles of clothing brought to School must be clearly and appropriately named.  His laundry number is K which will be automatically added to any name tapes ordered through the School’s outfitters.  When you arrange for your own name tapes, please ensure that they have this information on them after the name.

To facilitate sorting of laundry, it will be appreciated if name tapes are placed as follows:

On the collar (above the label) visible when folded – shirts, rugby shirts, T-shirts, tracksuit tops, pyjama tops, sweaters, jackets, waistcoat, bluers, tailcoats.

At the centre back of the waistband – rugby shorts, trousers, swimming trunks, pyjama bottoms, tracksuit bottoms.

On an OUTSIDE corner – laundry bags and pillow cases.

On an OUTSIDE corner top and bottom – duvet covers.

On the corner – towels, flannels.

Lengthwise from the top – socks and games socks.

The use of both name tapes sewn into each garment and marker pens on each garment is strongly recommended.

OTHER METHODS OF MARKING BOYS’ PROPERTY

It is advisable to sew large extra wide labels with your son’s initials on the front of all       major sports clothing (rugby shirts and shorts, tracksuit tops and bottoms, cricket sweaters, trousers and shirts, etc.). These labels are very visible and aid quick identification of items that are often taken off during part of games or PE sessions.  These labels are available from the two official School outfitters.

Sheets of 46 ‘Peel ‘n’ Stick’ Identity labels suitable for shoes, books, stationery and non-fabric items can be purchased.  Three lines of text are possible and will allow for a boy’s name and House to be printed
SHOES

2 pairs of standard black shoes, without buckles and capable of being polished are required.  Boots or heavy ‘tyre track’ soles are not allowed.  ‘Doc Martin’ shoes (without coloured stitching) are used by many boys and are available at both outfitters.

SHIRTS

Please buy shirts with long tails to make them easier to tuck into trousers – and remain inside!  All shirts in the outfitters are now of this type.

BED LINEN

Duvets, covers and pillowcases must be fire retardant.  Please note that the House provides sheets, pillowcases and mattress protectors.

TRUNKS

The use of trunks is strongly discouraged as they cause damage to walls of corridors and rooms as they are moved around the house and there is limited storage space.  Please use suitcases or soft bags for bringing your son’s clothes to School.  

TUCK BOXES

The desks in the study bedrooms have a lockable cupboard, so a tuck box is not absolutely necessary.  However, many boys find it useful to have one for extra storage.

GUM SHIELDS

Your son may be playing rugby in September and it is School policy that boys are required to wear a mouth guard when playing matches and during training.  Boys are also strongly advised to wear mouth guards when playing Harrow Football for the House in the Spring Term. O-Pro, the national dental mouth guard association, will be present at the Welcome Afternoon to take impressions for custom-fitted mouth guards, should you wish to use them.   An O-Pro leaflet is enclosed for your consideration. Alternatively, you may wish this to be done by your own dentist. 

MEDICATION

Please advise either Matron or the Housemaster if your son has been prescribed medication while he has been away from school as this needs to be logged with the Medical Centre

TAXIS

Please allow at least 2 weeks notice should your son require a taxi to take him home / back to School for exeat, half term and end of term.  This will facilitate boys sharing should they be going to the same destination at similar times.

Please visit either of the School outfitters as early as possible, especially if you intend to have your name tapes sewn in by them.  They do get busy and some items may get low in stock. Unless you live a long way from Harrow it is recommended that you do not try to do this on the day of the Welcome Afternoon – both shops tend to be very busy that day.
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
