NOTES:

1. I have no preference for the traditional school trunks: they damage the paintwork and are difficult to carry to the top floor!  Please use ordinary suitcases/holdalls if preferred, to be stored in our cellar during term. All clothes are taken home at the end of each term for checking by parents (except overseas boys).
2. It is very important that every article of clothing is plainly marked with Cash’s nametapes, giving the boy’s name and initials and the House Laundry mark PK in red cotton after his name.   Games clothes marked in BOLD should also have a large size tape on the outside with boy’s initials.
3. Please let Matron have a full inventory and spare nametapes.

4. Some Harrovians also bring back ‘smart casual’ clothes (jacket, trousers, shirt and tie of their own choice) for social occasions, expeditions.  These may also be worn as an alternative to school uniform at plays and concerts. 

Boys may wear ‘home clothes’ (jeans, T-shirts etc.) at weekends: these also must be named.
5. The Harrow Hat is best given several coats of varnish in the summer holidays before the boy arrives.

6. The following items are also recommended:

· One pair garters

· Six coat hangers

· Mug, plate and cutlery for use in the House

· 2 padlocks (for study desk and sports locker: shank size 3/8 inch) spare keys must be handed to Matron; combination locks preferred

7. All boys must have a watch and an alarm clock that works

Electrical equipment: appliances such as hairdryers, sandwich makers, fridges and kettles etc constitute a fire risk and are not permitted. Music systems should be minimalist, particularly for those boys sharing rooms.
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
